This horse was individually selected for Hibiscus Stables by legendary 
horseman Greg Gilchrist. Greg said, “This horse possesses excellent balance 
and conformation. He also has an excellent disposition, especially for a young 
horse. He has an excellent frame which I expect to carry his body nicely once he 
grows up and fills out. His level head and cool disposition make me expect that 
he’s going to be an easy horse to train. I had my eye on this colt from the very 
beginning of the sale and I’m very pleased that we were able to get him.”

At stud Bluegrass Cat has sired 17 stakes winners. Since 2011 he has annually 
been ranked one of the top 3 sires in New York.

This colt has an “A” nick. Based on the definition, this rating means that this 
colt is 197% more likely (almost twice as likely) to be a stakes winner than the 
average horse. Historically, for this mating, sons of Storm Cat bred to Fappiano 
mares, have produced 6 stakes winners and 2 graded stakes winners including 
Diamond Omi (G2) and Magnificience (G3). Diamond Omi had 2 wins and  
1 third in 5 career starts and over $160,000 in lifetime earnings including a win 
as a 2-year-old in the Oak Leaf Stakes (G2) going 1 1/16 miles. Magnificience 
had 3 wins, 1 second, and 1 third in 7 career starts and over $163,000 in lifetime 
earnings including a win in the Santa Paula Stakes (G3) and a second in the  
A Gleam Handicap (G2). 

This impressive colt is by a top ranked stallion who was a multiple G1 winner 
and earner of over $1.7 million and is by a stakes-placed mare. He has the 
breeding to compete at classic distances. He is a registered New York-bred  
and will run on the Belmont/Aqueduct/Saratoga circuit. He’s nominated for  
the Aspirant Stakes, the New York Breeders’ Futurity, and the New York Stallion 
Stakes Series. He will be trained by Rick Violette.
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
